Hertsmere

Within Hertsmere 21 sites have been suggested for the accommodation of Gypsies
and Travellers, refer to Figure 5.

Sites have been allocated a score in terms of their preference (as described in
paragraph 4.1.6). These scores are highlighted in red text within the first column of
the table. Six sites have been given the highest scored of ‘1’ and five have been
scored as ‘2’. A few sites require earthworks, additional buffers or are located on
narrow roads. These factors have been detailed and the site retained in the event
that more preferable sites are unavailable or have other constraints.

In all, six sites have the highest score of ‘1’. These sites are:
